	Biased or balanced content?  For example, if the topic is Wind Energy, does the book only discuss Wind Energy or are there comparisons to other types of energy?  Does the book address both pros and cons of wind energy?  Does the book address only the pro or only the con?




Images, Charts, Graphs, etc.
